COMMUNITY CENTRE:

General Description: The community centre is a quonset type structure with non-
quonset, wood frame additions at both ends. The addition at
the west end comprises two add-ons, apparently built
separately. One contains the library, and the other a furnace
room and storage rooms. The add-on at the east end contains
washrooms, kitchen and storage rooms. The quonset structure
and the library add-on are both built on concrete slab
foundations. The east end addition has a concrete foundation
and crawl space. All three structures are finished with wood

siding. The two additions have sheet metals roofs and the
quonset has asphalt shingles. The quonset structure was built
in 1998. No drawings of either of the three structures have
been located.

The community centre complex and related facilities are
located on two Recreational Reserves owned by the
Government of Yukon and leased to the TCA. The reserves
are located a short distance off the west side of the Tagish
Road, approximately 1 km south of the Tagish Bridge. The
more northerly reserve contains the community hall, library,
skating rink and playground. The southern one accommodates
the ball field and horseshoe pitch.

Hall:

The quonset structure contains the community hall. It has an
interior center height of about 4.5 metres, curving to the floor
on each long side. The structure is approximately 15 metres
long and 9 metres wide. The interior finish is plywood. Fabric
pads and drapes have been mounted along the ceiling to
improve the acoustics. The floor is linoleum. Lighting is strip
fluorescent, with two windows high of each end wall. Two
ceiling fans have been installed. There is a piano. In addition
to the main entrance at the east end of the building, there are
two other exits; one through the library at the west end and a
direct exit to the outside at the east end, opposite the main
entrance. The exit opposite the main entrance/exit is equipped
with a standard locking doorknob and deadbolt. The exit from
the library is equipped with a push bar. The west end of the
hall has a loft which serves as the office. The loft is
approximately 5 metres deep and is accessed by staircase from
the hall. Beneath the loft is a currently unused room that was
apparently intended to have housed the library before it was
relocated to the addition.

The library is contained in the addition at the west end of the
hall. It is accessed from the hall though the unused room
beneath the loft and also through a separate outside entrance. It
is about 3 metres by 4 metres in size. It is equipped with
incandescent overhead lighting and three windows; two on the
west side and one on the south side. The floor is carpeted and

the ceiling is plywood. The walls are variously drywall and
external siding remaining from prior to the construction of the
addition.

East End Addition:

The addition at the east end of the hall contains a kitchen,
washrooms, janitor’s closet and storage. The kitchen is
equipped with an electric range, residential-type refrigerator,
microwave oven, double sink, counters and cupboards, and an
island. An adjoining storage room contains another
refrigerator, two chest freezers and a laundry sink. The
crawlspace beneath the addition contains an oil-fired, forced air
furnace and a water storage tank. Finishes throughout the
addition are linoleum flooring and drywall.

Water supply is provided by trucked delivery, with storage in a
fibreglass tank located in the crawlspace beneath the east end
addition. The fill pipe for the tank is located at the northeast
corner of the addition.

Sewage disposal is through a septic tank located on the north
side of the east addition and drainfield located on the north side
of the hall, between it and the skating rink. The system was
installed in 1998.

Heating is provided by oil-fired, forced air furnaces, one
located in each of the two additions, and by a supplementary
fuel oil monitor located in the area beneath the loft.
Aboveground fuel tanks are located at the northeast corner of
the east addition and the north side of the west addition.

The community centre was visually assessed on September 27,
2004. It was found to be in good to excellent condition. The
condition of the quonset structure is rated as very good. No
significant problems were noted; however, the TCA staff
commented during the visit that the quonset-type of structure is
not well-suited to the use because of the wasted overhead space
and associated heating requirements. The east end addition is
in excellent condition, with no deficiencies identified.
Although relatively new, the library addition is considered to
be in only good to very good condition mostly due to a lower
quality of construction than should be expected. The concrete
slab, where visible, is showing signs of spalling (i.e. flaking

and crumbling), the windows have not been set straight, the
door from the hall does not close, indicating movement, likely
in the addition, and the interior drywall finishing is uneven in
places. It would not be unreasonable to anticipate future
problems with the addition. TCA staff identified the absence
of a washroom near or attached to the library as a deficiency
because library users must travel through the hall to the
washrooms in the east end addition. On occasion, vandalism
has resulted from such unescorted trips.

The playground is located immediately west of the library. It
includes swings, monkey bars, teeter-totter, slide, merry-go-
round, and spring-equipped ride-on animals. The base beneath
the equipment is sand and gravel.

The playground appears to generally comply with current
safety standards, with the possible exception of the merry-go-
round and an unknown but apparently broken yellow piece of
equipment located near the monkey bars.

OUTDOOR SKATING RINK:

General Description:

The skating rink is located on the north side of the hall. It has a
dirt base, and is enclosed by rudimentary plywood boards.
Pole-mounted street lights are located outside the four corners
of the boards. There is no fencing.

A small wood frame, sheet metal roofed building is located
immediately to the west of the rink. It probably served as a
change room for the rink at one time, but has since been
converted to storage use. It has been divided into two rooms,
each with an outside entrance. The building is heated by oil,
with an aboveground tank located on the south side.

The skating rink was found to be in poor condition.
Moderately heavy grass and weed growth suggests that it
receives little use. The boards do not meet appropriate
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standards. The plywood is deteriorating and some panels are
missing. There is no safety fencing. The storage building is in
good condition, with no significant deficiencies.

BALL FIELD AND HORSESHOE PITCH:

General Description: The ball field is located across the parking lot on the south side
of the community centre. There is a chain link backstop and a
chain link fence along part of the west side. The surface is
coarse grass and is somewhat uneven in places due to
burrowing animals. At the northwest corner of the field, beside
the flagpoles, there is a double horseshoe pitch.
